Mental Illnesses Overview
You and your partners are going to be assigned a mental health disorder, research that disorder, and then add the information that you collect to an online wiki.  A wiki is a body of information on the internet that you and others are able to add to and change.   Once we finish this project, each of my health classes will have the same information about each mental disorder, even though each class may find different information.  Once you finish the project in the computer lab, you and your group will be teaching your own health class about that mental disorder.  Each group will also prepare a real life scenario about your illness, a PowerPoint presentation, a guided note taking handout, and quiz questions (all of which you will post on your Wiki) which other class members will use to study from for the mental health test. 

First you will need to assign tasks within your team – for example you may have a secretary (typist), researchers, scenario or PowerPoint creators, quiz question maker, guide note sheet creator, presenters, and reviewers. You should communicate about who should do what using the discussion board on the wiki.   I will be looking on the discussion board to make sure that I know what task each of you are responsible for. Remember you are responsible as a group for the content of your project – the grade will be based on the group’s end product, not individual pieces.  Once you choose who will be handling the various chores you will need to go to the following website:

Once you are there, click on the ‘sign in’ link in the top right hand corner of the page, where it asks if you are already a member.  Here are the username and password.

After this, choose the link for ‘MrsVeseysTAEMentalDisorders’ from the list under ‘My Spaces’ on the left side of the page.  The wiki may also be accessed from any computer from the TAE Library Homepage at Mrs. Vesey’s Wiki Links at the bottom of the menu or directly at  http://www.toolboxpro.org/classrooms/template.cfm?ID=1085&P=105469.
Next, choose the mental disorder that you and your group are researching. Then, choose the tab at the top of the page that says ‘Edit This Page.’  You will now add to the page the information that your group has found.  Make sure that you add your resources at the bottom of the wiki page.  Correct citation is necessary in order to receive full credit.  
You must use the discussion tab at the top of the wiki page for your mental disorder to determine with your group who will be completing the following assignments.  The entire group is responsible for completing all of the work and everyone will receive the same grade.  I have given you guidelines on what needs to be completed first through last, but anyone can complete any parts of the project.  Good luck!
Follow the directions below as to how you are going go finish this project.

1.  Enter information into the wiki. 

Your first role in this project is to add all of the information that you have on each of the 8 areas about the mental health disorder to the wiki.  You will be typing all information in as separate sentences.  Make sure that you type under the specific titles already located in the wiki.  Also remember to include your references on the wiki page.  You do not need to use a separate Works Cited page, just list the references at the bottom.  

2  Create scenarios. 

Once finished, the second part of the project is to come up with 3 different scenarios describing an event in a person’s life that would demonstrate this mental illness.  Describe how the person reacted, both physically and mentally/emotionally, the scene around them, the people, and anything else that would give clues as to what illness is being described.  The key to this part is that you are NOT ALLOWED to state what the illness is that is being described.  I will be using this as an assignment in class to test your knowledge about the different illnesses.  Try to stump the rest of your classmates.  You will need to type these scenarios into a Microsoft Word document and attach it to the wiki page.  Other group members should check this over to make sure that it makes sense to everyone else.  


3.  PowerPoint Presentation.

Your group needs to create a PowerPoint presentation that has all of the information about the mental disorder.  It should be 10 slides long, including one title page.  Make the information concise and easy to understand.  The last slide of the presentation should be a video link to something from the internet.  This video clip needs to be either someone with the mental disorder or a mental health professional describing the disorder.  This clip should help to really put in perspective to the students in my classes what this disorder is all about.  The PowerPoint presentation should be attached to the wiki page.

4.  Guided Note Taking Outline.

Your group will need to create a notes page for the students in class based on the information from the PowerPoint presentation. This page should be no more than one page long and should be easy to read and understand. This needs to be attached to the wiki page.  

5.  Quiz Questions.

Your final job is to create 10 possible quiz questions based on all of the information in the wiki that is covered in the guided note-taking worksheet.  These questions should include two each of the following: multiple choice, true/false, short answer, and essay.  Make sure to include the answers for the questions also.  You should create these questions in a Microsoft Word document.  Please use Arial 12 point font.  You will then be putting this in Mrs. Vesey’s Drop-Off folder on the H drive under Mental Health Disorder Quiz.  Make the subject the name of your disorder and then quiz questions.  (ex. Bipolar quiz questions)
Special Notes:

Mrs. Sheets will show you how to access the Wiki and other quality links to information from the TAE Library home page.  She will also have a book cart with at least two books on each subject available in the library during the week of the project.  As we discussed with Mrs. Sheets, if there are differences between the information that you find on the web and in the print materials, please fill out the Web Evaluation Form and note what information is not the same.  Then bring it to Mrs. Sheets or Mrs. Vesey and we will discuss which information should be used in your report.  
Mrs. Sheets or Mrs. Vesey can help you attach documents within the wiki if you have problems doing this.  Also, please don’t forget how important it is to keep communicating with each other via the discussion board in the wiki.  Since members of your group are in different classes it is imperative that you keep in touch about your progress!!

Don’t forget to use the Bibliography Cards to help you create your citations.  Mrs. Sheets will be grading your citations and you can always check with her about how to cite or use one of the citation resources (like NoodleTools) found on the TAE Library homepage.  
Mental Illnesses – Specific Instructions
Directions: You and your partners are to research the mental illness that you were assigned.  You will need to search the internet as well as print materials to find information on the assigned topic as related to the mental disorder.  You may list the information, but be sure to make note of what resource is used for each piece of information that you have found (see example below or use the Bibliography cards Mrs. Sheets provided).  You and your group must have a minimum of 5 internet references including 1 database reference and 1 print textbook or book reference.  Please note below what are considered appropriate internet sources for health related information.  Make sure to include the citations of the resources that you use for the project at the bottom of the wiki page. 

Information that you need to research about the mental illness:

1. Explanation of the mental illness (must be in your own words and terms that you understand and could explain to others)
2. Symptoms (Keep the list to no more than 10)
3. Diagnosis (How is it diagnosed?)
4. Those affected (Age groups, gender, race)

5. Causes 

6. Treatment (What are the different treatments)

7. Getting help (Where could someone find help in our area? Use the phone book and internet to find this information.)

8. Related/Interesting information (Famous people affected with the disorder, movies that have portrayed someone with this, other interesting facts about the disorder – You need at least 3 interesting facts)
Appropriate Online Resources for Health Information

· You should only use information off of the internet as a source of reliable health information if the website ends in one of the following:

· .edu

· .gov

· .org

· Please note: websites ending in .com and .net are not acceptable websites unless they are approved by Mrs. Sheets and Mrs. Vesey and will not be counted as one of your resources.  

Example of Proper Citation
All citations should conform to MLA standards.  We will require that you include the actual URL of the article itself unless you found the article in one of our databases.  
Electroconvulsive therapy (ECT) is useful, particularly for individuals whose depression is severe or life threatening or who cannot take antidepressant medication (Smith, 7). Depression often runs in families and can be biologically based (Merki, 114).
