Exams will encompass learned material and may include a review of core concepts from previous tests. If a student misses an exam it is their responsibility to make up the exam on their time within 2 days, failure to do so results in a 0 on the exam or quiz. Projects involve a more in-depth approach to the material and students are expected to research the topic and complete the project within the given timeframe.
