Some Assembly Required
These recipes take a little advanced preparation, but not too much.

Ants on a Log


Stuff celery ribs with creamed cheese, ricotta cheese, cottage cheese, or nut butter.  Push raisins (or other dried fruit pieces) or nuts into the filling.

GORP

GORP does not have to be just “good old raisins and peanuts.”  You can start with that, but you could also add to it.  There are lots of dried fruits on the market that you could either mix in or use instead of the raisins.  Likewise, there are many nut choices to either mix in or use instead of peanuts.  Please DO NOT add any chocolate or candies!  (It may taste great, but it’s not the kind of snack kids need in school.)

Filled Graham Crackers

Spread regular graham crackers with either creamed cheese or peanut butter (or another nut butter).  Please DO NOT use frosting or other sweet fillings (unless you are sending it as a dessert after lunch rather than a classroom snack).

Fish in the Ocean  (I saw this online somewhere…)

Use food color to dye some creamed cheese a watery-blue color.  Spread the cheese on a rice cake.  Make sure the layer is sort of thick.  Press some goldfish-shaped crackers in the cheese to it looks like they’re “swimming” in the water.
