Your child’s Reading Comprehension of books at this level:

Independent – Can answer all questions appropriately about the “big idea” of a book at their reading level.

Instructional- Your child is learning how to read for information, and can answer some questions about the “big idea” of a book at their reading level.  Please practice talking about the books your child reads.
Frustration-Your child has a lot of trouble comprehending books at their reading level.  They will need a lot of practice talking about the “big idea” of books as they read.
These are strategies the students should use to decode unknown words:

· Get your mouth ready for the word by making the first sound

· Use finger to point under each word to keep track of where you are reading.
· Use beginning sounds to figure out words

· Use ending sounds to figure out words

· Use pictures on the page to help figure out a word

· Use word chunks (group of letters in a pattern like _ack, _ight)

· Look for a smaller word within the word  ex. “am” in jam
· Read to the end of the sentence.  Sometimes the word that
makes sense pops right up!
· Reread the sentence to increase understanding
· Reread the sentence or passage to increase understanding
