Course Objectives: 
 After this semester of study, the student will be expected to be able to:

· Trace the patterns of European exploration and settlement and explain the motives driving them

· Describe the colonial society and the process by which a conflict of interests developed between the colonies and the mother country

· Analyze the distinctive features of the American Revolution and the process of Constitution making

· Give examples of nationalism and sectionalism prior to the Civil War

· Explain the economic, political, and social conflicts leading to the war

· Demonstrate the ability to use comparative analysis though writing
Methodology:


This course will be taught with a mixture of lecture; discussion and group work.  For the student to gain the most from the class it is imperative that he/she read all assignments before the class for which the reading is due.  This enables the student to ask questions about the reading and to participate in discussion.  It is through the discussion that we will learn to compare and analyze history.
Attendance:


In nearly all cases, poor attendance leads to poor performance.  Hold absences to a minimum and let me know if you will be missing a class ahead of time.  If you do miss a class, call me, e-mail me, or better yet see me to receive what you may have missed.  If you have missed an assignment you will be given the same amount of time to complete it as the rest of the class.  Any work that is late will lose 5% for each class that goes by up to two, beyond that it will not be accepted!
Tardiness:


Arriving late to class is a distraction to me and to your classmates.  If you arrive late enter the room quietly, leave your pass on my desk and find your way to your seat as quickly as possible. If you are late three times you will receive after school detention from 3-4pm.  After serving detention you will have a clean slate, if you fail to show for detention you will be referred to the Principal.
Exams:


There will be two exams and a final for this course; you will be notified at least one week in advance of each exam.  The exams will all consist of a list of terms to be identified by three or four sentences each.  You will have some selection from the list of terms but your answers should be concise, factual and clear.  They must also indicate the significance of the term (why is it important? And what principle is involved?) You will also have a choice of short essay questions to respond to.

Each student will select a book from the reading list and write a review.  The list and book review rubric will be provided separately.  The sooner you choose your book the better, once a book has been selected it will not be available to another student.
