Million Dollar Project Requirements
· Theme: You will use math skills that you have learned throughout the school year to spend $1,000,000.  The $1,000,000 must be spent getting a college education and then carrying out a business plan that includes a building plan and accounting plans. 
· Goal: Get a college education then use your knowledge to start up a business by writing a one paragraph business plan.  After you have made your choice you must research expenses and then create a model of your building.  Remember, you must start your business without spending more than $1,000,000.  You must try to spend as close to the $1,000,000 as possible.
1. Research: All the expenses involved in carrying out the details of your plan must be included. You may want to make a list of the categories for expenses before beginning your research.  
2.  College:  You must use some of your money to get a college education.  Your degree should have something to do with the type of business you are going to open.  Use the “Who Dreams of Going to College” instructions to help you decide where to go to college and how much it will cost.
3. Purchase Property: Use your plan to decide how much land you will need to build your building.  Purchase a piece of land large enough to construct your building.  
4. Accounting: Record, in an organized way (using the accounting sheets which are on my webpage if you need to print out more), exactly how the $1,000,000 will be spent and invested. The purchases needed to carry out your plan should be organized in several major categories. Some of your major categories might include: building materials, employees, insurance, utilities, advertising, etc…
5. Display/Project: Hand in the research and accounting sheets for your business.  Create a building plan (drawing) including the building dimensions of the building that you will be using for your business venture.  You must do a “blueprint” of the floor plan.
6. Math Concepts:  You must fulfill all math requirements listed on the “Math Requirements” page.  We will be reviewing and holding “Math Seminars” to help you learn new skills or refresh previously learned concepts so that you are successful with this project.  You may be assigned a seminar based upon the work you are doing, and you may also choose to go to a seminar if you feel you are having a hard time.
