	LESSON ELEMENT
Objectives

-Students will practice drawing natural objects using simple shapes and lines.

-Students will practice applying paint in and around shapes.

-Students will learn how to mix secondary colors and different values of colors (tints and shades), as well as how to shade and blend using tempera paint

-Students will learn or review the concepts of depth and foreground, middle ground, and background in a two-dimensional work of art

-Students will create a landscape painting step by step with the instructor focusing on realistic rendering of forms and applying and blending paint.

-Students will review the Elements and Principles of Design relevant to this lesson:  color, shape, form, line, depth, value, unity, repetition, composition


	Overview
This lesson involves the students making a step by step drawing of a landscape scene with the instructor and then decorating their drawing using paint.
Following step by step instructions is an important skill to master. Drawing helps to  build hand and eye coordination, motor skills, and powers of observation as well as problem solving and proportions. Painting also helps build these skills up as well as teaching about how to work cooperatively to clean up properly after completing a messy task.

The students will also be viewing a Power Point presentation which builds viewing and  listening skills.

The above will be addressed by the students reading and answering questions about Art at the end of the lesson, and by the students viewing artwork examples from the instructor and then trying to emulate the style of that artwork in their own work.  They will also be viewing famous landscape paintings from Art History in a Power Point presentation.

Most of the projects the students do in Art class involve looking at works of Art from history and/or reading about specific works and/or techniques. Some projects are based on emulating artworks from history or emulating a particular artist’s style. In this project the students will be viewing a power point with examples of landscape paintings prior to starting their own.

	2. Formative Assessment:  How will you be giving feedback to students in relation to standards? What opportunities will students have to reflect on their learning and set goals?

Formative Assessment

1-Observing the students working: In Art class the instructor must walk around and closely observe the students as they are working. This way mistakes can be addressed as they are made. If the instructor observes a student making a mistake they can help the student correct the mistake right there and then therefore by the time the student is finished their artwork is free of mistakes. In art as well as many other disciplines one learns much from their mistakes.

2-Offering comments when grading: The instructor should not only use the rubric and issue a number grade but they should also write comments down for the student regarding the strengths and weaknesses of their artwork. In this way the student can better understand why they received the grade that they did and also what they could have done differently. This also offers positive reinforcement for those students who did well.

3-Review key concepts: Upon completion of the lesson time should be taken to ensure that the students retained what was taught. This could be done in the form of discussion and questions. The instructor should pose leading questions to the group of students about certain key concepts and then call on students to offer answers. This could also be done as written questions or as a game where teams of students try to answer questions posed by the teacher in order to receive prizes for correct answers. 

4- One lesson often builds on another: In Art as well as in many other hands-on disciplines the concepts and skills learned in one lesson often carry over to later lessons. For instance, once a student learns the proper way to hold a brush and mix paint these skills are used in every painting lesson. Therefore in certain instances the students’ learning of certain skills and concepts can be judged over a series of lessons rather than just one.




	3. Data Driven Instruction and Differentiation:  
Based on formative assessment, what instructional variation will you incorporate into your lesson? How will students be grouped for skill development?
The Formative assessments described above are already being done in Art class for almost every lesson.  The students are not grouped according to skill in Art class. Each student’s individual skill level is noted, but grading is based more on the student’s participation and exploration of the media and techniques used in Art class rather than the student’s individual skill level. If a student is skilled in Art they will be encouraged to make artwork of a quality that reflects their skill level, whereas less skilled students are encouraged to try their best and explore the use of the media or technique being presented. If the student tries hard and their artwork is still of a poor quality they will be graded based on participation.



4. Process:
	Introduction: Review, modeling, demonstration
Day One

-Introduce the lesson and discuss the process and reason for the lesson. Show my example of the finished piece.

-Show the students images of Hudson River School Landscape paintings and discuss their significance and iconography.

-Discuss color theory. Show an example of the color wheel and discuss primary, secondary, warm, and cool colors as well as different values of color.

-Draw a simple landscape with step by step with the students (outlines only). The landscape drawing will have trees, mountains, hills, water, and stones.

Day Two

-Review the important concepts from the previous day.

-Discuss and demonstrate how to mix paint on wax paper, and how to properly hold, use, and clean the paint brushes.

-Begin the painting. The instructor will demonstrate how to mix and apply each color step by step with the class and also how to blend and shade. 

Day Three – Day Five

-Review the important concepts from the previous day.

-Discuss and demonstrate how to mix paint on wax paper, and how to properly hold, use, and clean the paint brushes.

-Continue painting until finished. The instructor will demonstrate how to mix and apply each color step by step with the class and also how to blend and shade.

-Have the students complete the Landscape painting review worksheet.


Process - continued:
	Guided Practice using research based strategies with feedback in relation to the standards (formative statement):
Working Alone:

Individual creativity and originality are always valued and encouraged in Art class. The students are encouraged to make their own decisions regarding the completion of their artworks where possible, while still adhering to the objectives of the lesson.

Working with Peers:

In Art class the students sit at tables with a few of their classmates. This allows the students to interact and help and influence each other while working on their projects. As they are doing this the instructor walks around the classroom checking for understanding and helping students as needed.



	Independent Practice: 
In Art class students with more skill are encouraged to figure things out on their own and make decisions for themselves regarding the composition of their artwork, while less skilled students are offered more help from the instructor.


	Closure: 
At the close of the lesson the instructor will review key concepts and skills learned with the students in the form of a discussion where the instructor will pose questions to the students about what they learned. The students will then complete the Landscape Project Review Worksheet. (See attached worksheet).
