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	LESSON ELEMENT
Objectives

-Students will learn and practice basic painting techniques: holding and using different sizes and types of brushes, painting within and around shapes neatly, simple color and value mixing, and painting etiquette and clean-up.

-Students will learn about what makes good composition in a work of art: repetition, unity, color, and placement of elements.

-Students will learn how to make a symmetrical stencil(s) using oak tag paper and scissors.

-Students will make a painting of a design they create. This will consist of the student tracing their handmade stencils with pencil line to make a design of overlapping  shapes. This design will then be painted using many different colors.

-Students will complete a handout on symmetry and color.

-Students will review the Elements and Principles of Design relevant to this lesson:  repetition, unity, color, line, shape, depth, value, contrast, and pattern.


	Overview
This lesson involves students making a symmetrical stencil of a leaf or other simple shape and then tracing it a number of times on large paper to create a composition which will then be decorated using tempera paint. 
It teaches symmetry, cutting skills, problem solving (fitting all of the leaves into their composition) and hand and eye coordination (painting in the lines). It also gets young artists thinking about and experimenting with color theory (What colors go together? How can I mix certain exotic colors?, What happens when I mix these colors together?)

	2. Formative Assessment:  How will you be giving feedback to students in relation to standards? What opportunities will students have to reflect on their learning and set goals?

Formative Assessment

1-Observing the students working: In Art class the instructor must walk around and closely observe the students as they are working. This way mistakes can be addressed as they are made. If the instructor observes a student making a mistake they can help the student correct the mistake right there and then therefore by the time the student is finished their artwork is free of mistakes. In art as well as many other disciplines one learns much from their mistakes.

2-Offering comments when grading: The instructor should not only use the rubric and issue a number grade but they should also write comments down for the student regarding the strengths and weaknesses of their artwork. In this way the student can better understand why they received the grade that they did and also what they could have done differently. This also offers positive reinforcement for those students who did well.

3-Review key concepts: Upon completion of the lesson time should be taken to ensure that the students retained what was taught. This could be done in the form of discussion and questions. The instructor should pose leading questions to the group of students about certain key concepts and then call on students to offer answers. This could also be done as written questions or as a game where teams of students try to answer questions posed by the teacher in order to receive prizes for correct answers. 

4- One lesson often builds on another: In Art as well as in many other hands-on disciplines the concepts and skills learned in one lesson often carry over to later lessons. For instance, once a student learns the proper way to hold a brush and mix paint these skills are used in every painting lesson. Therefore in certain instances the students’ learning of certain skills and concepts can be judged over a series of lessons rather than just one.




	3. Data Driven Instruction and Differentiation:  
Based on formative assessment, what instructional variation will you incorporate into your lesson? How will students be grouped for skill development?
The Formative assessments described above are already being done in Art class for almost every lesson.  The students are not grouped according to skill in Art class. Each student’s individual skill level is noted, but grading is based more on the student’s participation and exploration of the media and techniques used in Art class rather than the student’s individual skill level. If a student is skilled in Art they will be encouraged to make artwork of a quality that reflects their skill level, whereas less skilled students are encouraged to try their best and explore the use of the media or technique being presented. If the student tries hard and their artwork is still of a poor quality they will be graded based on participation.



Process:
	Introduction: Review, modeling, demonstration
Day One

-Introduce the lesson, its objectives and purpose, and the process.

-Pass out oak tag paper and pencils and scissors. Demonstrate for the class how to draw a leaf shape and then how to cut it out, creating a leaf stencil.

-Allow the students to make their leaf stencils.

-Demonstrate how to trace the leaf or leaves onto the paper so they appear to overlap and make a design. Describe what makes good composition. 

Day Two

-Review concepts from the previous class. Again demonstrate how to trace the leaf or leaves onto the paper so they appear to overlap and make a design. Describe what makes good composition. 

-Pass out large white paper, pencils, and stencils. Allow the students to trace their leaf stencils onto their paper to make a design. If time allows the students may make two designs.

Day Three – Day Five

-Review concepts from the previous class.

-Demonstrate painting: How to hold a brush, using different brushes, applying paint in and around the leaf shapes, color / value mixing, painting etiquette and clean up.

-Pass out the paint set ups and allow the students to begin painting. Remind them what makes good composition.

-Have the students complete the review handout.



Process - continued:
	Guided Practice using research based strategies with feedback in relation to the standards (formative statement):
Working Alone:

Individual creativity and originality are always valued and encouraged in Art class. The students are encouraged to make their own decisions regarding the completion of their artworks where possible, while still adhering to the objectives of the lesson.

Working with Peers:

In Art class the students sit at tables with a few of their classmates. This allows the students to interact and help and influence each other while working on their projects. As they are doing this the instructor walks around the classroom checking for understanding and helping students as needed.



	Independent Practice: 
In Art class students with more skill are encouraged to figure things out on their own and make decisions for themselves regarding the composition of their artwork, while less skilled students are offered more help from the instructor.


	Closure: 
At the close of the lesson the instructor will review key concepts and skills learned with the students in the form of a discussion where the instructor will pose questions to the students about what they learned. The students will then complete the Leaf Painting Project Review Worksheet. (See attached worksheet).
