Editing Report Queries

· Use SQL language instead of Reporter Basic for queries.  Reporter Basic is used mainly for Formula Fields.

For Queries based on Holding or Transaction tables:

· Double quotes should surround BOTH the table indicator and the field/subfield indicator.  A period separates the two indicators.

Example: “M3Holding”.“852#p”  OR “M3Transaction”.“010#d”

For Queries based on Bibliographic or Patron tables:

· Double quotes are only necessary for the field/subfield indicator.  A period separates the two indicators.

Example: M3Bibliographic.“245#a” OR M3Patron.“852#c”

· The text qualifier should always be in single quotes.

Example: “M3Patron”.“852#c” = ‘Smith’

· Use a percentage sign (%) instead of an asterisk (*) for wildcard searching.

Example: “M3Patron”.“852#p = ‘FAC%’
