Clip it! Behavior Chart

To those of you who I already know through siblings, you may notice that I’m doing something different this year.  In place of the cars and parking lot, I am trying a Clip It! Behavior Chart.  It’s similar to the parking lot and cars from the past, but instead of each child starting out in the parking lot and moving up or down depending on choices, each child will start on the good choices spot and move up or down due to choices.  On the back of this sheet, you can read more about each section of the behavior chart and the different sections of the chart.  At the end of the day, each child earns Cady coins to spend at Cady-Mart on day 6.  This year, I’m offering more coupons for fun things to do in the room for the children to purchase.  This makes it seem less like a “pay off” and more of recognition of job well done.  When you see the chart on Open House night, this whole thing will make a lot more sense. (  
Consequences:

I work with each child to take responsibility for his/her own actions, choices and behaviors.  Making a choice to follow or not follow our classroom expectations is each child’s option.  A child who makes good choices by following our expectations will find it easy to be successful in the classroom.  Sometimes a child may make a poor choice by not following one of our classroom expectations.  An example of this might be a child who is choosing to talk when directions are being given.  If a poor choice is made, the following consequences will happen.

 Reminder/warning
 structured play instead of free play for part of recess 
 removal from group activity

If there is an issue that I would like you to address with your child at home, I’ll either call you, email you or write a note for you to sign and return.  Smaller offenses may be indicated on the nightly homework folder. There may be times that steps need to be skipped depending on the seriousness of the poor choice.  However, it is my belief that everyone has an occasional bad day and deserves a fresh start the following day.  

Rewards:



There are many rewards that may be earned in the classroom.  They may be earned by individuals, small groups or by the whole class.  They include 2nd grade smellies, stickers, happy grams, blue tickets for the weekly office drawing, special privileges, and of course the popular “Cady coins” This gives the children practice counting money in addition to recognition of good choices.
