*Homework*
Your child will have homework Monday thru Thursday nights each week.  Look for the weekly assignment sheet on the left side of the homework folder.  Any worksheet given for homework will be behind the assignment sheet. Both the assignment sheet and written homework need to be returned to school the following day.  Anything on the right “stay @ home” side of the folder can be taken out.  Friday night’s homework is to bring back the empty folder on Monday.   Spelling words on day 1 with the test usually on day 6.  There will be a reminder on the assignment sheet.  The spelling list will be in the back pocket of the homework folder.  Please leave it there so it may be used for spelling activities in school  
Homework:  there will be 4 activities for homework each night. 

Activity #1 is a worksheet for extra practice of a skill that we are working on in school.  There will be language arts or a math worksheet on Mon, Tue, Wed and Thu. nights.     
Activity #2 is to read for 10 minutes.  Your child may read a book, part of a book, a magazine, etc.  This could also be a library book or a book from home.  The title of the book, magazine etc should be written on the sheet each night. Remember to also write down the titles for the 100 Book Club too.   
Activity #3 is 5-10 minutes of math facts practice.  The easiest way to practice is to use flashcards to help your child memorize facts.  You can also use flashcards with games like Candyland and Chutes and Ladders and if your child gets the fact correct, the move may be made.  I’ll also send home some math websites  in the upcoming weeks.    
Activity #4 is studying spelling words for the spelling tests on day 6. 
Signing the homework assignment sheet – Please remember to sign the assignment sheet!  The sheet may also be signed by a babysitter or high school sibling.    

Looking over any worksheet & hearing your child read aloud for the reading time will really benefit your child.   

Forgetting the homework folder in school, not doing homework etc:  If your child forgets to do his/her homework, it will need to be completed during part of recess.  I hand out blue tickets on Fridays for those children who did each night’s homework with a signed assignment sheet.  The blue tickets are used for a school-wide drawing.   If you had an unexpected family problem and your child was unable to finish the homework, please write me a note and I’ll give an extra night to complete the homework. Your child may use a homework pass that will be given out during the year and purchased at Cady-Mart.  The pass can be used in place of the entire night’s homework including reading and studying math facts.  
If your child forgets the homework folder in school, or comes home with no homework in the folder, the custodian will let you into our room to retrieve the work or homework folder.  Your child will know where to find the missing homework.  
Extra homework:  Sometimes, there isn’t time for your child to finish class work in school and it needs to be sent home as extra homework.  This won’t happen often.  If your child is bringing home unfinished class work on a regular basis, you may want to contact me and we can discuss if the work is too difficult or if your child is doing something other than working in school.  
Final thoughts:  I give much thought into what is sent home for homework and it is not my intent for your child to struggle with any worksheet.  Any sheet sent home is review and any activity has been practiced in the classroom first.  I know how busy it gets with sports practice, dance etc and I encourage the children to do their homework as soon as they can.  The target time is 20 minutes spent on homework although realistically it is sometimes longer.  The 10 minutes of reading is a great habit to get into especially before bedtime and can turn into a fun bonding time for your & your child as you listen to him/her read aloud.  I encourage you to make it a special and positive experience.  Readers improve their reading by reading.
