Our basic career education services include:
· Classroom Speakers to help students see a relevance between classroom instruction and business application of academic knowledge
· Job Shadows – the student spends anywhere from an hour to a day at a professional’s place of employment to see the work environment, ask questions of an expert in the field, and obtain information relevant to their work
· Career Panels – a group of professionals in a particular career field inform students about their job responsibilities, work environment, education and training, and other job information. 
· Tours of business and industry sites to learn about the range of employment opportunities, hiring practices, skills required, and future employment outlook.
· Career Days held in the middle and elementary levels to expose students to jobs in our communities and skills associated with their industries.
· Mock interviews for students with local employers allows students to practice their interview skills and receive feedback on there experience.
