	Grading &  Classwork Policies:

Tests 20% – Prior to each Unit Test or Midterm Exam, a review guide will be given. It is the students’ responsibility to complete the review guide prior to the exam. The review guide will count as a grade and CAN BE USED ON THE TEST. Any student who scores below a 65 on any test will be required to complete test corrections within one week of taking the test. ALL STUDENTS have the opportunity to complete test corrections to improve their scores.

Quizzes 20% – Quizzes will be given approximately weekly. Students are encouraged to use their notes on all quizzes except vocabulary quizzes. The lowest quiz grade each marking period will be “dropped”. There are no re-takes.

Homework 20% - is the best opportunity to practice what is taught in class and you are expected to complete homework on a regular basis. Homework is due at the time of collection. Late homework will result in the loss of 10 points per day up to 5 days, then will no longer be accepted.
Participation 20% - some classwork, such as warm ups and review games will be based on active participation. 
Lab 20% - Labs not completed by the end of the marking period will result in an incomplete. NYS Requirement: To be eligible for the Living Environment Regents Exam in June 1200 lab minutes must be satisfactorily completed and in your lab folder.
*Any work missed due to an excused absence is to be made up as soon as possible at an agreed time.
