Place Value- the unitary values of the digits of numbers

Hundreds Place- tells how many hundreds are in a number

Tens Place- tells how many tens are in a number

Ones Place- tells how many ones are in a number

Bundling (bundles) - grouping or putting smaller units together to make a larger one. (e.g. We bundle 10 single straws to make a 10 bundle. We bundle 10 ten-bundles to make a hundred.)

Unit Form- states the number of hundreds, tens, and ones in each number. (e.g. 12 is stated as 1 ten 2 ones, 146 is stated as 1 hundred, 4 tens, six ones.)
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Expanded Form- showing the value of each digit. 468= 400 + 60 + 8

Standard Form or Numeral Form- 468

Word Form- four hundred sixty-eight

Skip counting- counting by 1’s, 10’s and 100’s using dollar bills, counting by 5’s around a clock, counting numbers by 1’s, 5’s, and 10’s using numbers and coins.
