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For our end-of-the-year reading project, we are going to create story sacks.

A pillow case will serve as our sack and we will each be putting items into 

the sack based on a subject area of your choice. Remember, to keep the subject simple. For example, wolves, music, clouds, etc. Once the sacks are complete, we will send them to a fourth grade classroom to enjoy.

ITEM ONE: Short Story

You will write a picture book based on a book of fiction. The book of fiction has to be on the subject of your story sack. You can look up these books by putting your subject in as a search in the library OPAC system. 

ITEM TWO: Trivia

You will create a minimum of ten trivia style questions about your topic. The questions have to be factual and found through research. The encyclopedia would be a good place to find these questions.

ITEM THREE: Game

You will create a game the students can play which focuses upon your sack topic. Some ideas are board games or card games based on real games you might play. You will need the board or cards and directions as to how to play.

ITEM FOUR: Poem (mad lib style)

You will write a poem about your sack topic. Leave some key words blank and insert a line instead. Like Mad Libs you can tell the student what kind of word should be inserted. This will change the poem each time the student reads it. If you want the poem to rhyme, I would not leave the ending words blank.

ITEM FIVE: Craft

 You will research online a craft that relates to your sack topic. You will paraphrase the directions and make an example of the craft. You may also need to supply the materials to make the craft. I can help you with this.
