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 Introduction

Recent Changes in federal laws have directed schools to improve instruction for ALL children. These new laws emphasize the importance of providing high quality, research based instruction and interventions, and hold schools accountable for the adequate yearly progress of all students.

This new process of support of providing interventions to all students is called Response to Intervention. 
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What is the RtI Process?

Most RtI systems are divided into a three-tier intervention model as illustrated below:                                                                                                                                                                                                         
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Tier I:
-Core Curriculum – 80-90%                  -Whole Group/Core Instruction               -For All Students in the Class

Tier II:-Small Group Interventions 5-10%                         -For Some Students (At-Risk)               -Done in Addition to Tier I
Tier III:-Intense Interventions – 1-5%            -Customized Interventions              -For a Very Small # of Students                                         -In addition to Tier I & Tier II
What does RtI look like?

Response to Intervention begins with your child's classroom teacher. Through the screening process (fall, winter, spring) children needing additional help will be identified.

Tier I:

Using this screening information, additional interventions and strategies will be provided to students by the classroom teacher in the student’s classroom. 

Tier II:

Intervention is in addition to the student’s general education classroom instruction and may be provided within the classroom or in a separate room. Tier II intervention usually means that a student is:

· taught in a small group; 
· receive additional instruction time; and/or

· taught using various instructional methods such as such as more opportunities for practice and more intensive instruction on difficult concepts.

Tier III:

Instruction at this level is even more intensive and designed to the needs of the individual student. Tier III intervention may be more frequent, smaller group and/or for a longer period of time.

** If no progress is made, it is possible that a referral will be made to the Committee on Special Education and further testing may be conducted by the school psychologist.

Parents will always be informed and involved at every level of Response to Intervention.
