Geometry – Constructing geometric shapes, identifying cross-sections of 3-D 
figures, angle relations (complementary, supplementary, vertical, 

adjacent), solving area, volume, and surface area problems of geometric figures
Grading Policy:

      Homework (HW)/Classwork/Participation will be counted as 70% of the grade.  This   

            includes homework, “math checks”/short quizzes and participation/notebook checks.

HW - It is necessary for each student to complete all assignments on time and to get all 
work that is missed due to absences.  Expect math homework 4 – 5 nights per week.  


 Up to 100% – HW is complete, mostly correct (quality work), and on time
 Up to 75% –  HW is complete, mostly correct (quality), but late within 1 day 



 Up to 50% –  HW is incomplete or poorly done



        –  HW is complete (quality), but late (up to two days only!) 



 0% –  HW is not turned in or is turned in too late

   


       –   HW is less than ½ done, poor quality

     (Actual grades like 80%, 90%, etc. may be given depending on work quality.)
***If a student is asked to fix their HW, the expectation is that the fixed assignment will be turned in by the next school day (directly to Mrs. Klee or online.) Falling behind on HW assignments can be detrimental to success in this class.
Math Checks/Quizzes - may or may not be announced and will be graded out of 100%.  
Participation - Students will be graded on being prepared, making up missed work, and keeping organized notes.  Notes and work not made up due to absences will result in a loss of points for participation for those days.  

     Assessments will be counted as 30% of the grade.

Assessments may be given at the completion of a unit and announced in advance.  It is the student’s responsibility to prepare prior to these – you should not wait to begin studying the night before.  

*All assessments must be completed in pencil or will result in the loss of 10 points.  (All standardized assessments, such as the NYS Assessment, must be done in pencil as well!)
