REACH is an afterschool program designed and developed to 
help your child grow and mature academically, socially, and 
emotionally to help them reach their full potential.  We focus 
on their character, health and wellbeing, and education. 

REACH operates Monday - Friday on a weekly basis from 1:00 
pm to 5:30pm. REACH encompasses three main components in 
our daily routine consisting of Academic Tutoring, 
Enrichments, and Recreation.  The “Health Rocks” Mentoring 
program will also be available to the students.  REACH 
employees comprise of Waverly school day teachers/aides and 
other educational programs from outside sources.   REACH 
works directly with the Waverly School District and Waverly 
Community.
